Classes: JAM and Spinnaker classes.
Class splits will be posted at NSSC
clubhouse no later than 2 hours before
the race.

Scoring: Order of finish for one-design

Ratings: If a boat does not have a
current DRYA rating certificate or one-
design certificate, the RC will assign a
temporary rating.

Eligibility: This race is open to sail
yachts owned or chartered by individual
members of clubs or associations which
are members in good standing of
ABYRA, DRYA, or US Sailing, and who
have paid their race fees.

Registration:  Registration shall be
submitted on the official entry form with
entry fee and rating certificate.

Completed entry forms shall be received
by 1200 on the day prior to the event
and can be mailed to NSSC or
deposited in the NSSC drop slot.

Late entries will be accepted and will be
subject to a $5.00 late fee.
